Purpose of this grant

This grant will provide funding to support community awareness and activities for people with Down syndrome.  Activities must support our vision and our mission.  DSACK reserves the right at any time, without prior notice to change the terms of the grant program and/or to withdraw the program altogether.

The program is restricted to the support of activities in central Kentucky, as described in DSACK’s bylaws.

Eligibility is restricted to non-profit organizations and/or individuals or groups which are not associated with a for-profit corporation.  Funds are not available to support the salary of any individual associated with the event.  This program is not intended to be funding for an individual to attend an event of any sort, nor is it intended for funding for an individual to receive treatment or therapy.

Applications will be considered at regularly scheduled board meetings.  Applications must be submitted at least 60 days prior to even in order to allow time for review.

Application Process
1. Applications will be limited to no more than 3 pages in length, including      references.

2. Applicants cannot receive more than $500.00 per calendar year.

3. Applicants must promote upcoming event to the DSACK community via written mail, website or newsletter.

4. Application will be submitted electronically as “Word” documents to info@dsack.org.   
5. Applications will be reviewed by the DSACK board liaison and grant task force. The task force will then make a recommendation to the board regarding approval. Recommendation and vote may be done via email or at regularly scheduled board meeting.  A consensus approval agreement between board members must be reached for the grant application to be approved.   Approval notification will be communicated by the board liaison via email.
6. Applicants must promote upcoming event to the DSACK community via written mail, website or newsletter.

7. Applicants must agree to acknowledge funding from DSACK in any publications or public presentation or advertising of the activity supported by these grants.  Applicants must also agree to the use of their names and the titles of their projects in DSACK publicity including newsletters, brochures and websites.

8. A summary report will be required at the end of the period and prior to any future consideration for renewal.  Summary should indicate the program accomplishments in terms of event attendance community outreach success, etc.  This summary report shall be no more than one page in length and can be submitted via email or written letter.

Expenses we will not cover

· Fundraising events of ANY kind, i.e. walks, races, etc., unless DSACK is the sole

recipient of the proceeds.

· Salary support for any individual associated with the event.

· Ongoing expenses such as rent, equipment, publications, etc.

· Expenses in support of medical treatments or therapy of any kind.

· Events which are closed and not available for general public to attend.

Examples of what will be considered
· Food or beverages to support an event open to all people regardless of abilities.

· Event fees associated with hosting an event, such as dances, bowling, etc. open to 


all people regardless of abilities.

· Meeting materials and/or speaker fees associated with hosting an event whose

purpose is to share information which would benefit individuals with Down

syndrome or their families.

· Educational material for distribution to educators or students regarding facts

and information about Down syndrome.
